	JOB PURPOSE
To assist and support the Highway Development Manager in the delivery of the Highway Development Management service. 

To take a lead role in working with colleagues and partners to take responsibility for a seamless approach to service delivery and to facilitate effective coordination of projects and responses across teams.

To lead on developing, promoting and securing the County’s highway and transport objectives through the assessment of development proposals, providing professional and technical advice and support to local planning authorities, and identification and negotiation of developer funded highway infrastructure.

To lead on promoting, securing and managing the delivery and adoption of new estate road infrastructure and works within the existing highway network necessitated by new development through the technical and engineering assessment of developer design and construction submissions  

To support the Head of Service of Transport Strategy and Connectivity and other managers within Place & Sustainability in delivering the Council and Directorate’s objectives through joined up service planning, community engagement and the flexible use of resources.

	Assessment of Development Proposals

Working in consultation with the Highway Development Manager, take a lead role in the assessment of proposals for major developments in Cambridgeshire, particularly those in and around Cambridge.  

Provide leadership, support and manage effective assessment of the transport and highway safety impact of development proposals contained within local plans, planning applications and pre-application enquiries against the County Council’s strategic transport policy objectives, national guidance and HDM good practice to secure appropriate outcomes that support growth and the economy of the County.
Provide impartial, timely advice to District, City and County planning teams recommending suitable Conditions to be applied to planning permission, or justification for refusal, applying professional judgement in accordance with the principles of highway development management to appropriately inform the Planning Authority decision making process.

Provide high quality professional advice and expertise to other officers, elected members, developers and their representatives to facilitate customer focussed and effective solutions.

Lead on the identification, negotiation and securing through the planning process off-site works or financial contributions necessitated by new development that require delivery via a Section 106 or Section 278 Agreement under the Highways Act 1980



	2. 
	Representation and Communication

Ensure that customer focus is promoted as a core value and is embedded in all workstreams.
Represent the County Council as Local Highway Authority at public meetings, developer forum and Planning Authority committee meetings. 

Represent the County Council, or District Council when required as an expert witness on highway development management related matters at Local Plan Public Inquiries

In addition, represent the County Council as expert witness for the LHA at Planning Appeal Inquiries and Hearings.

Prepare evidence, statements and proof of evidence for use and consideration of the Government Planning Inspectorate in respect of local plan and public inquiries, informal hearings and appeals dealt with by written representation. 

Lead on the identification, negotiation and securing through the planning process off-site works or financial contributions necessitated by new development that require delivery via a Section 106 or Section 278 Agreement under the Highways Act 1980



	3. 
	Sustainable Infrastructure

Engage with district authority teams, private developers, architects and consultant engineers to promote and secure residential estate design that has regard to the social, planning, and environmental agenda to raise the quality of the built environment. 

Actively promote and establish the adoption of an holistic approach towards residential estate design by contribution to interdisciplinary meetings, local planning authority and developer design guides, codes and development briefs. 
Inspire others to contribute to raising the quality of the built environment.

Support the Flood & Water team to promote and establish appropriate sustainable highway surface water drainage within new development



	4. 
	Project Management of Off-Site works

Lead on and undertake the execution of technical engineering assessment and approval of works within the existing highway that are to be delivered by a developer to ensure that the design meets acceptable outcomes having regard to the needs of all users of the network, especially the most vulnerable and the construction is suitably robust to minimise early maintenance intervention.

Plan and manage the consultation and engagement of other disciplines in the project to facilitate seamless assessment and ensure response times are met.  

Issue comprehensive instructions to Pathfinder Legal, reviewing Agreement through to completion.  For minor works, draft, complete and sign a Short Form 278 Agreement. 

Identify, quantify and secure the S278 Agreement Surety, the vetting and inspection fees together with commuted sums.

Monitor and review works through to issue of both the Maintenance Certificate and Final Completion Certificate.



	5. 
	Residential Estate Development

Lead on the assessment and approvals of layout, construction and drainage details of proposed estate road infrastructure to ensure that the design and construction is to robust standards suitable for adoption as highways maintainable at public expense under Section 38 or Section 37 of the Highways Act 1980, whilst delivering residential estate development that has regard to the urban design agenda to raise the quality of the built environment.

Identify, quantify and secure the S38 Agreement Surety, the HDM vetting and inspection fees and commuted sums.

Issue comprehensive instructions to Pathfinder Legal, monitoring and reviewing through to completion and sealing 

Monitor and review works through to issue of both the Maintenance Certificate and Final Completion Certificate.
Lead on developing and regularly reviewing the Cambridgeshire Highway Estate Road Construction Specification to ensure it secures the delivery of robust new estate road infrastructure to minimise future maintenance intervention.


	6. 
	Partnership / Joint Working

Promote, develop and maintain effective internal and external partnerships and collaborative working with a range of stakeholders including other authorities, public bodies, interest groups, developers and public realm providers.

Ensure the community, businesses, Councillors, the media, partners and stakeholders are kept informed

Work with other organisations, private sector, council colleagues and members to ensure a seamless approach to strategic issues, service delivery and to facilitate effective coordination of projects and responses across teams.

Maintain a current awareness and up to date knowledge on all aspects of policy development and application at national, regional, County and District level.

	Staff Management and Development

Working in consultation with the Highway Development Manager, support and help to develop a mentoring programme for engineers to promote the establishment and retention of an appropriate skills base across the service.

Support the Highway Development Manager in creating a culture of empowerment, openness and transparency.
